Humanities 


Geography – Environmental Geography


Children will learn the precipitation/water cycle, the effects of global warming on water levels and know that fossil fuels have had an effect on global warming. They will also know areas in the world where habitats are under threat (Amazon, Antarctic, rainforest)





History – Changes in attitude over time to animals and animal cruelty


Children will learn that attitudes change over time (towards zoos, fox hunting, conservation) and know how attitudes to conservation have changed e.g. elephant sanctuaries versus ivory trade.
