	There are loads of bones in our body. But how many do we have? What is the biggest and smallest bones in our body? How about the muscles. What are their jobs in our body? Can you find the largest and smallest muscles in our body?
	MyMaths. You will have a minimum of 2 activities to solve before the end of term. You can decide when you do this during term 6.
	Find a picture of the human body. Can you label the different muscles and bones we have in our body? Were there any muscles and bones you already know the name of?
	Make a moving skeleton. You could use split pins to make your skeleton move. Let me know if you would like a template to help you.

	Week 2
Healthy Eating Week

Due 16th June
	Keep a food diary – how easy is it to get your 5 a day?
	Research the nutritional requirements our body needs. What are the most important? How does it affect our body? Please write this in the form of a short news bulletin.
	MyMaths
	Create a poster to inform younger children about healthy eating - you may want to create a catchy slogan/motto. Ensure it includes key information and is visually engaging.
	Use your research about healthy eating to write a song. The song is to help younger children understand what is needed for them to be healthy humans!

	Week 3
Sports Day

Due 23rd June




	Write a diary entry about sports day.
How did you feel at the beginning of the day?
Was this different to during or after the events?
What was your best event?
How did you think your performance went?
Which event surprised you the most?

	Athletics is a traditional summer sport in this country. Find out which famous sports stars compete in running, throwing or jumping events. How many can you write down? Some of these famous sports stars may have won Olympic medals.
	MyMaths
	Sketch/paint a picture of yourself competing at sports day. As well as drawing yourself, try to include the background into your picture. What events were going on and which children/adults were there? 

	Create a new event for Sports Day. For your event, list the rules that are needed to achieve good outcomes, the equipment you will need to run the event and what parts of the body will be used the most.

	Week 4
Insect Week

Due 30th June
	It's estimated that there are around 10 quintillion (10,000,000,000,000,000,000) 
insects alive on Earth at any given time. But do you have a favourite? Can you write a fact file on an insect of your choice. Include some WOW facts that will impress your friends.
	Study the life cycle of an insect. Use diagrams, videos or real-life pictures to explain each stage. You can choose how you want to present this information.
	MyMaths
	Would you like to be a photographer when you are older? Your challenge is to capture the beauty of insects through photography. Can you take a picture that will WOW your friends?
	Go on a bug hunt. This could be in your garden, at the local park or on the school grounds. Create a tally chart from your observations. Extension: Can you explain why some insects were located more often than others?

	Week 5 
Oliver with a Twist

Due 7th July
	Write a detailed review of the school play, Oliver with a Twist. Include adjectives, similes and metaphors. You may want to read some musical reviews to help your writing.
	‘Oliver!’ can be watched in theatre in the UK. But where? Can you find out some information about the theatre production. For example: 
How long is the theatre show? 
What actors and actresses are in the production?
When is the last day you can watch the show?
	MyMaths
	Design a set for one part of the show. In your picture, include who would be on stage for that exact moment.
	Write a song for Oliver with a Twist. Be inspired by the play! Bring your lyrics into school and we may try and sing your song as a class!

	Week 6 
End of year letter

Due 14th July
	This is our last full week together as a class.  
Every year we write letters to the year 6’s for their special book which they will receive on the last day of term. Your task is to write a letter to a year 6. This can be hand-written or typed on the computer. Choose a year 6 that you know really well and can write a lot about. Try to write at least 2 paragraphs of writing. In your letters, you should include: what you like about them, what special talents they have, the memories you have of them, that you are wishing them luck on the next part of their education journey and why you will miss them.
Don’t forget your letter features (Dear/From) and you can draw pictures/make a border too. We will repeat this task in school in the last week of term too.
