Oak Homework Expectations

· Always do your best work and take care of your homework book. 
· Always use a black pen (if you have your pen licence) or pencil. Do not use gel pens, or felt tips. 
· Draw a line under the last piece of work with a ruler and date the new piece of work. Fill up whole pages please. 
· All homework to be given in on Monday mornings; you will have almost a week so no excuses! 
· Homework should take approximately an hour. 
· If you find the work hard, please come and see me for some help before the weekend. I am not available on a Saturday! 
· Give yourself an effort mark out of 10 at the end of your homework in the margin. 

Spellings 
· Spellings will be stuck in your book termly. Bring them in each Monday with your homework and you will have the book back the next day. 
· Date this week’s spellings and write out the spellings vertically from the sheet. I will let you know in class how many spellings you have to learn.
· Use one of the methods you are given each week. E.g. spelling pyramids, vowel in colour, adding vowels and consonants, colour prefixes/suffixes or word boxes. 
· Tests will take place on a Monday in the back of your books.
· In term one put each of your words into a complex sentence. 
· 3 sentences that start with a verb. (Sitting in the corner, Jack decided that next time he had better listen to what his grandfather had told him and do as he was told.) 
· 3 sentences that start with an adverb. (Quietly sobbing in the corner, Jack regretted being cheeky to his grandfather.) 
· 3 sentences that start with a conjunction. (Despite being given several warning by his grandfather, Jack still spoke rudely and so had to suffer the consequences of his behaviour.) 
· 1 sentence to include correctly punctuated speech. (“I’m so sorry,” sobbed Jack, “I won’t do it again. I promise!”) 

Times table grids 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Year 4/5, you will start learning your 6 times table. After you get 10/10 you can go onto the next table. When you have completed them all, you get to go onto a times table grid.
· Year 6s - Each week you will have a times table grid (or 2 if you want to challenge Mum and Dad). You must complete it and write the time that it takes you. It should get quicker each week.
