In addition to learning your spellings and developing your times tables every week, homework in term five will be set tasks for each week based on Literacy and Maths. The homework should be completed in the purple homework book and handed in every Monday. I will explain the homework each week with you. 

Week 1: MyMaths – due Monday 26th April (practise your spellings and times table too)
MyMaths - Complete at least one activity from your MyMaths account. Login using the username and password that you have been provided with to access the activity. This can be found at the back of your homework book. If you forget your details, I can print them off again for you to keep. You don’t need to print your homework off. A new set of MyMaths activities will be added every fortnight for your homework.

Week 2: Recount Writing – due Monday 3rd May (practise your spellings and times table too)

Remember, a recount needs: to be written in the past tense, include different conjunctions of time, quotes from people at the event, extra detail about how and why the event happened in the main paragraphs and be written in first/third person.

Week 3: MyMaths – due Monday 10th May (practise your spellings and times table too)
MyMaths - Complete at least one activity from your MyMaths account. Login using the username and password that you have been provided with to access the activity. This can be found at the back of your homework book. If you forget your details, I can print them off again for you to keep. You don’t need to print your homework off. A new set of MyMaths activities will be added every fortnight for your homework.
