	Week 2

Prayer Week

Due 21st June

The four common components of prayers are praise, confession, asking and thanksgiving. Write it out and present it neatly so that we can use them during the week in school.
	Find out about a famous religious leader. What religion are they from?
Are they still alive?
What did/ do they do?
How have they been recognised?
Remember that religious leaders can be very well-known ones or local ones.

	Who is Greta Thunberg? Where does she come from? How old is she? Create a factfile about this individual.

	Week 4

Sports Day

Due 5th July
	It is Sports Day next week. Write a diary entry of how you are feeling towards sports day. It should be written in first person, include WOW phrases and create a picture for the reader. Think about your senses too when you are writing.
	Athletics is a traditional summer sport in this country. Find out which famous sports stars compete in running, throwing or jumping events. How many can you write down? Some of these famous sports stars may be competing at the Tokyo Olympics later on this year.

	Next week, we are performing The Jungle Book to our parents. Write a blurb for the programme. This will be handed out at the school gate on the night. Your blurb should include a general overview - without revealing too much!
	The Jungle Book has been in theatre for a number of years. Find out how many years it has been on stage, which cities have held the performance and which famous actors have been in the play.

	Ask an adult to take a picture of yourself in full costume. Label your picture with how you are feeling about performing in the play. What will you need to do to make your performance really good?
	Write a song for The Jungle Book. Be inspired by the play! Bring your lyrics into school. We may try and sing your song as a class.
