	Week 1

Bonfire night

Due 10th November
	Tell the story of Guy Fawkes in a narrative
All - use interesting time/ place adverbials as well as conjunctions.
Deepening – try to change the formality between your speech and story-telling narrative
	Who is Guy Fawkes? Why is he famous? What is his religion? Where is he from? Create a fact file about this famous person. Use websites which are historically accurate.
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	Create a new firework.
Include details of how it will spin/move, the colours, the sounds it will make /or not make (some are silent). Explain each step of what will happen from when it is lit to its explosion with a flow diagram.
	Make a health and safety poster aimed at KS1 about Bonfire Night. Inform them how important it is to stay safe. Include appropriate images.

	Week 2

Remembrance
Day

Due 17th November
	Write a poem about Remembrance Day.
All - include ideas that describe a poppy and the sadness of the day. Start lines with verbs and adjectives and miss out the “little words”
Deepening-write a poem that includes something about the 1st World War and shows sorrow with your choice of vocabulary. Start your lines with verbs and use metaphors.
	Create an information booklet about Remembrance Day. Think about why we commemorate this day, who are we remembering and include any other key facts. Your booklet should include titles and subtitles.
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	A poppy symbolises remembrance for those who have served and sacrificed in the armed forces, as well as for civilians who have lost their lives in conflict.
	Find a poem linked with World War II. Record yourselves reading the poem out loud. Think about how you want to be heard. How do you want your poem to sound powerful and memorable? You may want to have images of the war if you are recording your voice online.

	Week 3

Children in Need

Due 24th November
	Write a poem about Children In Need and put it to any rhythm that you would like (could be rap or any style you wish or be based on a song you already know.) Record yourself singing the song and send me the sound file.

	Research how Children In Need is helping people in this country in comparison to how they do in other countries? Are there similarities and differences? 
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	Design a new friend for Pudsey. What are the qualities that this friend will have? What can they do to show that they help everyone? Use labels to describe your bear.
	Every year, a song is produced for Children In Need. The money is raised to help children who are not as fortunate as us. Write a song for Children In Need. You may want to send it in so people can sing along to it or write the lyrics in your book.

	Week 4

Advent

Due 1st December
	Word process a prayer for advent. Make sure that it says thank you, asks for forgiveness and asks for help.
All – include a suitable opening and be specific to a person, place or a time
Deepening- think about not just the people you know but the wider world.
	Research how advent is celebrated in different places around the world. Create a leaflet explaining the differences in traditions.
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	Create an advent calendar of kindness. For each day, a message should be displayed that highlights one of our key values in school.
	Create a pop-up Christmas card and send it to someone in school.

	Week 5

Science

Due 8th December
	Create a glossary of Science words that we have used this term. Here are some words that you could include: fossil, adaptation, evolution, inheritance, offspring, genetics, variation.
	Research a famous scientist. What are they famous for? Where are they from? What did people think of their discovery? Was their discovery deemed a success from the outset?
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	How are fossils made? Create a life cycle of how a fossil is made. You may want to use a collection of pictures from the Internet to help you explain your ideas.
	Make a fossil impression. You could experiment using natural materials like seashells, leaves, flowers, or bark. Or use dinosaur or animal toys to make animal fossil impressions. If you are using clay or salt dough you can leave the imprints out to dry and harden like real fossilised prints.

	Week 6

Christmas

Due 15th December
	Write a Christmas poem with a religious theme.
All– a continuous pattern of rhythm and syllables within a verse.
Deepening – use metaphors and imagery throughout your poem to create deeper meaning.
Top tip- leave out the little words.
	Research different food traditions for Christmas Day around the world using PowerPoint.
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	Make a Christmas decoration. You may want to take a picture of this decoration in your house or bring it into school to put in the classroom.
	Retell the Christmas story from a particular character. Record this as an audio. Think about how your character is feeling and how different their viewpoint of the story is compared to other key characters.
