Task: MyMaths – due Monday 12th January

A new set of MyMaths activities will be added every fortnight for your homework.

Task: Martin Luther King Day – due Monday 19th January
On Monday 19th January, it is Martin Luther King Day. Using books, the Internet and the knowledge of your closest family, create a factfile on Martin Luther King. In your factfile, write down where Martin Luther King comes from, why he is famous, his famous quotes and a picture. You can present your findings via Word, PowerPoint, Google Sites or you can write it on a piece of paper.
