	Create a poster to inform younger children about healthy eating - you may want to create a catchy slogan/motto. Ensure it includes key information and is visually engaging.
	Use your research about healthy eating to write a song for younger children to help them understand what is needed to eat healthy.

	Week 3
Sports Day

Due 27th June
	Write a diary entry about sports day.
How did you feel?
What was your best event?
How did you think your performance went?
Which event surprised you the most?

	This month, it is the Women’s European Championships, held in England. 
Research a famous cricketer or footballer that will be competing at this year’s competition. Remember to include complex sentences when describing your famous person.
	MyMaths
	Sketch/paint a picture of you competing at sports day. As well as drawing yourself, try to include the background into your picture. What events were going on and which children/adults were there? 
	Create a new event for Sports Day. For your event, list the rules that are needed to achieve good outcomes, the equipment you will need to run the event and what parts of the body will be used the most.

	Week 4
School Fete

Due 4th July
	What have Oak done for the art exhibition at the school fete? Write instructions on how you made your exhibits. Remember to include a list of things that you need.
	Interview a family member. Ask them the following questions and write down their responses. Why do we have a school fete? Where does the money go? What would you do with the money? Add your own questions too. 
	MyMaths
	At the school fete, we have a lot of events to raise money for our school. Draw a birds-eye-view map (with key) of all the events that take place as well as the school buildings. You may want to include compass points and a scale to your map.
	How would you raise money for the school? Design and make a stand for the school fete of things you could sell. How would you make a profit?

	Week 5 
Beauty and the Beast

Due 11th July
	Write a detailed review of the school play, Beauty and the Beast.
Include adjectives, similes and metaphors. You may want to read some musical reviews to help your writing. 
	The Beauty and the Beast has been in theatre for a number of years. Find out how many years it has been on stage, which cities have held the performance and which famous actors have been in the play.
	MyMaths
	Ask a family member to take a picture of you before, during and/or after the performance. Label each picture with how you were feeling at each stage and write a caption next to each picture. How imaginative and adventurous will your vocab be?
	Write a song for Beauty and the Beast. Be inspired by the play! Bring your lyrics into school. You could record yourself singing the song and post it on the Oak class page or send it to me. We may try and sing your song as a class!

	Week 6 
End of year letter

Due 18th July
	This is our last full week together as a class.  
Every year we write letters to the year 6’s for their special book which they will receive on the last day of term. Your task is to write a letter to a year 6. This can be hand-written or typed on the computer. Choose a year 6 that you know really well and can write a lot about. I expect at least 2 paragraphs of writing. In your letters, you should include: what you like about them, what special talents they have, memories you have of them, wishing them luck on the next part of education, why you will miss them.
Don’t forget your letter features (Dear/From) and you can draw pictures/make a border too. In previous years, some children have written a letter to all of Y6. We will repeat this task in school in the last week of term.
