Oak Class Homework – Term 5

In addition to learning your spellings and improving the speed of your times tables every week, homework in term five will be set tasks based around Literacy or Maths. The homework should be completed in your purple homework book and handed in every Monday. I will explain the homework each week with you. 

Week 1: – Information Writing - due Monday 22nd April (practise your spellings and times table too)
More than 48,000 runners took part in the London Marathon in 2023. On Sunday, thousands of runners will come to London to run 26.2 miles around London. Your task is to create an information page on The London Marathon. You might include: the route, famous landmarks the runners pass, why runners take part in this gruelling race, any famous celebrities who have ran the marathon, any WOW facts and the history of the race. You can present your work as a booklet on a paper, or by using the computer. 

Week 2: Arithmetic Paper – due Monday 29th April (practise your spellings and times table too)
You will receive an arithmetic paper from myself in class. Complete the paper as quickly as you can. Before you start, have a stopwatch ready so you can time yourself. We don’t have enough time in class to go over all the answers together so please use the mark scheme at the back of the booklet to mark your work. Please be honest and don’t just look at the mark scheme. If you get stuck, you can of course look at the answers to help you. Any second attempts can be written in a different colour so I can see you have had another go. If you find any of the questions tricky, please let me know so I can help you during our whole school worships slots in school. 

Week 3: Recount Writing – due Tuesday 7th May (practise your spellings and times table too)
Write a recount of our May Day dancing. Each paragraph (apart from the introduction and conclusion) should have at least 4 sentences that all start in different ways. Remember, a recount needs: to be written in the past tense, include different conjunctions of time, quotes from people at the event, include extra detail about how and why the event happened in the main paragraphs and be written in first/third person.

Week 4: Arithmetic Paper – due Monday 13th May (practise your spellings and times table too)
You will receive an arithmetic paper from myself in class. Complete the paper as quickly as you can. Before you start, have a stopwatch ready so you can time yourself. We don’t have enough time in class to go over all the answers together so please use the mark scheme at the back of the booklet to mark your work. Please be honest and don’t just look at the mark scheme. If you get stuck, you can of course look at the answers to help you. Any second attempts can be written in a different colour so I can see you have had another go. Week 5: Mental Health Week - due Monday 20th May (practise your spellings and times table too)
From Monday 13th May to Sunday 19th May, it is Mental Health Week. Having good mental health makes life easier. It helps us to calm and comfort ourselves when we're upset, to cope with the losses, changes, fears and uncertainties in life, to make and keep good relationships with other people and to learn. Having good mental health does not mean feeling good all the time. Draw a picture of yourself and write around the picture all the things you do to feel positive with yourself.
