	Find 5 powerful pictures which show the impact of climate change on different parts of the world.

	Week 5 
General Election 

Due 8th July
	This week, adults around the country will be choosing who they want to be the Prime Minister. Imagine YOU have been chosen to be the next Prime Minister. Write a speech explaining what a great leader you are. You might include how creative, patient, hard-working and dedicated you are to your job, amongst other things. 
	Who have been the last 10 British Prime Ministers? Once you have found this out, put them in order from longest to shortest ‘in office’.

	Create a collage of the British Prime Minister who has just won the General Election. You could use the same technique that you used on your David Hockney inspired work last term.
	After the election is over, the current/new Prime Minister will need to meet the King before returning to 10 Downing Street. Find a map of London and label the famous landmarks between Buckingham Palace and 10 Downing Street.

	Week 6 
End of year letter

Due 15th July
	This is our last full week together as a class.  
Every year we write letters to the year 6’s for their special book which they will receive on the last day of term. Your task is to write a letter to a year 6. This can be hand-written or typed on the computer. Choose a year 6 that you know really well and can write a lot about. Try to write at least 2 paragraphs of writing.
