Investigative focus: raising questions / making suggestions / fair testing tests

	Science Knowledge
	Living things and their habitats
1. Recap/ know that there are many different habitats on earth. Name at least 3. 
2. Know that a micro habitat is a small, specialised habitat within a larger habitat
3. Know that there are micro habitats for mini beasts such as a pile or logs, under a stone or a tree. 
4. Be able to identify and name at least 6 mini beasts which live around school
5. Know that mini beasts are small creatures like worms, snails and insects.
6. Know that mini beasts do not have a backbone – they are called invertebrates.
7. Know that most mini beasts eat plants including fruit, leaves, and nectar.
8. Know that mini beasts are eaten by birds who are eaten by foxes which creates a food chain


Seasonal changes
1. Know that the weather has changed from September to December and explain how it has changed. 
2. Know that the day get shorter in the winter and longer in the summer.
3. Be able to explain how the Earth orbits the sun and how the days get colder and shorter in winter because we are the furthest away from the sun
4. Know that the Earth orbits the sun and the moon orbits the earth 
5. Know that the moon looks different every night and this is part of the lunar cycle.
	Uses of everyday materials:
1. Know that there are different materials rocks, wood, metal, water, plastic
2. Know that all objects are made from materials and sort objects into different materials
3. Know what materials trains are made of and give reasons why they are made from those materials. 
4. Know that other modes of transport are made from other materials. Explain that a boat is made of materials which float.
5. Know what is meant by floating and sinking and sort objects into those that float and those that sink. 

Animals including humans
1. Know that there are different types of animals (fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals) and that each animal has a different structure
2. Know that lots but not all animals have skeletons and be able to describe different animals structures
3. Know that adults skeletons are different to baby skeletons
4. Know and describe how babies change as they turn to adults (they get bigger and stronger)
5. Know the general life cycle of animals and be able to describe the specific life cycle of at least one animal.
	Plants:
1. Know that there are plants all over the world and they are needed in the circle of life
2. Be able to identify 5 plants in the school grounds
3. Know that some plants are evergreen and stay green all year round
4. Know that plants grow from seeds or bulbs
5. Name and identify the roots, stem and flower of a plant
6. Be able to explain how a plant grows

	Artist study: Nicole Parish

Focus: Printing 

Use paint and leaves to create different bugs – butterflies, dragonflies, ladybirds, etc.
Paint onto back of leaves in varying designs and print onto paper in shape of insects. 
Discuss and think about leaf size and shape, symmetry of design.
Add extra detail and vary colours as children become more confident with technique. 

Skill development:  
Start by sketching, in pencil, different insects looking at wings and body structure.
Symmetry, use of two or more paints colours per print, fine motor skill in keeping leaves still whilst creating the print, pressure, repeated patterns, increasing complexity of colour use.

Project outcome:  To create prints, using leaves, of insects: butterfly, dragonfly, ladybird.
Print to be made and annotated in sketchbook. 
Class wall display can also be made using leaves to create prints of insects, flowers and leaves



	Artist study: Eileen Downes

Focus: Drawing and Collage

Individual work:
In sketchbook, use pastels to create a close-up image of the eye, and colour pencils for the barbs, of a peacock’s tail feather. Children can produce the eye in isolation initially.

Class display:
Use varying paper shapes to create and layer peacock feathers.

Skill development: Introduction of pastels.
Development of pencil use for sketching, colouring, beginnings of blending, pencil strokes, shape and form.
Layering, rough collage edges, use of different tones of the same colour, use of different materials (eg, magazines, fabric, differing paper types, text), collect, sort, colour match. Layering of paper, curling strips of paper around a pencil,  show how different paper types can be used to create effect, eg metallic paper for ‘eye’ on the tail feathers.

Project outcome: Create an individual drawing of the eye and barbs of a peacock’s tail feather in sketchbook
Creation of class wall display of large peacock, using layering of paper, cut and torn in different ways. 

	Artist study: Tanya Russell

Focus: Sculpture

Make a 3D model of a hedgehog using clay

Skill development: 
Develop manipulation of clay (malleable material), moulding, joining, rolling, kneading.
Explore shape and form.
Experiment with malleable material, construct forms and achieve joining of pieces.
Learn basic care of materials.


Key activities: To create a 3D model of a hedgehog using clay.
