	1. Recap what a fossil is and how it is made –Explain that a fossil is a build of compact layers of sediment around a skeleton that turns into rock. The bones start to be dissolved by water seeping through the rock. Minerals in the water replace the bone, leaving a rock replica of the original bone.
2. Know that fossils can inform us what animals were like millions or years ago
3. Know that evolution is the process by which living things can gradually change over time

10. Know that human intervention affects evolutions – relate this to climate change.
