Oak Class Homework – Term 3

In addition to learning your spellings and improving your fluency in answering your times tables, homework in term three will be set tasks for each week based on Literacy and Maths. The homework should be completed in the purple homework book and handed in every Monday. I will explain the homework each week with you. 

Task: MyMaths – due Monday 16th January
MyMaths - Complete at least one activity from your MyMaths account. Login using the username and password that you have been provided with to access the activity. This can be found at the back of your homework book. If you forget your details, I can print them off again for you to keep. You don’t need to print your homework off. A new set of MyMaths activities will be added every fortnight for your homework.

Task: Martin Luther King Day – due Monday 23rd January
On Monday 16th January, it is Martin Luther King Day. Using any books, the Internet and the knowledge of your closest family, create a factfile on Martin Luther King. In your factfile, write down where Martin Luther King comes from, why he is famous, his famous quotes and a picture. You can present your findings via Word, PowerPoint, Google Sites or you can write it on a piece of paper.

Task: MyMaths – due Monday 30th January

Task: Storytelling Week – due Monday 6th February
It is National Storytelling Week. Tell the story of your favourite (or one of your favourite) books. Summarise the story in 1 paragraph – no more than 10 lines. Once you have done this, write down why you like this book and draw a picture of a scene from the story. Just like the Martin Luther King homework, you can type this up if you want to.
