	Week 1

Try to use lots of interesting sentence starters as well as conjunctions in your work. To challenge yourself, can you change the formality throughout?
	Create an information booklet about Remembrance Day. Think about why we commemorate this day, who are we remembering and include any other key facts. Your booklet must include titles and subtitles.
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	Create a new firework.
Include details of how it will spin/move, the colours, the sounds it will make /or not make (some are silent). Explain each step of what will happen from when it is lit to its explosion with a flow diagram..
	Find a poem linked with World War II. Record yourselves reading the poem out loud. Think about how you want to be heard. How do you want your poem to sound powerful and memorable? You may want to have images of the war if you are recording your voice online.

	Week 2

Topic – World War II

Due 14th November
	Write and record your own song about World War II. You may want to include some instruments and your family members! Video yourself or take some pictures. Here is an example of a famous war song. https://www.youtube.com/

	Research which cities were bombed during World War II in England. On a map, mark all the cities that were affected. Let me know if you need a map of the United Kingdom.
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	Use different materials to create a collage of a poppy. You could use tissue paper, buttons, cloth, etc. There are some resources in school that you could use at home.
	Create a wartime recipe. This could be for soldiers abroad or people living at home in the UK. Write down what ingredients you would need and the step-by-step guide to making it.

	Week 3

Children In Need

	Write a poem about Children In Need and put it to any rhythm that you would like (could be rap or any style you wish or be based on a song you already know.) Record yourself singing the song and send me the sound file.

	Draw a picture from a famous World Cup match. It might involve England winning the World Cup in 1966 or the infamous ‘hand of god’ moment.
	The organisers want to make a new trophy to celebrate the winners of the 2022 World Cup. Design a new trophy which could be used in Qatar. The bigger the better!


	Week 5 & 6

Topic – World War II

Due 12th December
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Write a postcard home to a loved one as if you are a soldier in World War II. Include senses in your writing – what can you see around you, what can you smell where you are, what can you hear? Think carefully about your location including the date.
	Research a specific battle in World War 2 including when and where it was. Write what weapons were used, how effective the advances of each side were and whether the battle was realistically won by either side? Write a comment about your view on whether the loss of life was worth it.
	Choose at least 1 activity from your MyMaths homework list.
	Sketch something memorable from World War II. It could be a plane, battlefield image or a significant individual. Think about how you could include shading, tone and detail in your work.
	Imagine you are Winston Churchill addressing the nation about the ‘Battle of Britain’ that is about to take place. What tone would you use? What language could you use? Is there any key messages you would share?
