	Use different materials to create a collage of a poppy. You could use tissue paper, buttons, cloth, etc. There are some resources in school that you could use.

	Design and make a gas mask box. Think about which structured material would be best for safety and comfort. Don’t forget to take a picture so I can see what it looks like.
	Provide a video report over a video clip from the second world war. Listen to this report and record yourself speaking over a similar video.
