A new set of MyMaths activities will be added during October half term.

Task: Write spellings into sentences – due Monday 21st September
3 sentences to start with a verb. (Sitting in the corner, Jack decided that next time he had better listen to what his grandfather had told him and do as he was told.) 
3 sentences to start with an adverb. (Quietly sobbing in the corner, Jack regretted being cheeky to his grandfather.) 
3 sentences to start with a conjunction. (Despite being given several warning by his grandfather, Jack still spoke rudely and so had to suffer the consequences of his behaviour.) 
1 sentence to include correctly punctuated speech. (“I’m so sorry,” sobbed Jack, “I won’t do it again. I promise!”)
