English (Writing) – 2 part lesson

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Question: How to Stay Safe During a Red or Amber Weather Warning


English (Reading) – Comprehension
Extreme weather can have a significant impact on communities. Strong winds, heavy rain, snow and ice can make travelling dangerous and may cause schools, businesses and public services to close. Meteorologists use advanced technology to monitor weather systems and predict when severe weather is likely to occur. When conditions become particularly dangerous, weather warnings are issued to help keep people safe.
A red weather warning is the highest level of warning issued in the UK. It means there is a high likelihood of dangerous weather that could pose a risk to life and cause widespread disruption. During a red warning, people are advised to avoid unnecessary travel and follow the guidance of local authorities.
Although severe weather can be inconvenient, warnings play an important role in protecting communities. By preparing in advance and making sensible decisions, people can reduce risks and stay safe until conditions improve.

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Question: How to Stay Safe During a Red or Amber Weather Warning


English (Reading) – Comprehension
On Monday morning, a red weather warning was issued across several parts of the country as temperatures were expected to reach 40°C. The warning, issued by the Met Office, is the highest level of alert and is only used when there is a danger to life.
Schools, businesses and transport services were advised to take extra precautions. Some schools decided to close and switch to remote learning so that children and staff could remain safe indoors. Health experts warned that spending too much time outside during the hottest part of the day could lead to dehydration, heat exhaustion or heatstroke.
Emergency services reported an increase in calls from people struggling with the heat. Firefighters were also concerned about the risk of grass fires because dry vegetation can catch fire more easily during long periods of hot weather.
Scientists have explained that heatwaves are becoming more common due to climate change. While hot weather can be enjoyable, experts say that it is important to take warnings seriously. Drinking plenty of water, staying in the shade and avoiding strenuous activity can help people stay safe.
Many children continued their learning from home using online lessons. Teachers adapted activities so that pupils could learn about weather, climate and how communities respond to extreme conditions.
